d) Remove any adjusting key or wrench before turning the power tool on.

A wrench or a key left attached to a rotating part of the power tool may result in
personal injury.

e) Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times.

This enables better control of the power tool in unexpected situations.

f) Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewelry. Keep your hair,

clothing and gloves away from moving parts. Loose clothes, jewelry or long hair
can be caught in moving parts.

g) If devices are provided for the connection of dust extraction and collection
facilities, ensure these are connected and properly used.

4) Power tool use and care
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a) Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your application.
The correct power tool will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

b) Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn it on and off.

Any power tool that cannot be controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be
repaired.

c) Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the
power tool before making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing
power tools. Such preventive safety measures reduce the risk of staring the power
tool accidentally.

d) Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow persons
unfamiliar with the power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool.
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

e) Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts,
breakage of parts and any other condition that may affect the power tool's
operation. If damaged, have the power tool repaired before use. Many accidents
are caused by poorly maintained power tools.

f) Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp
cutting edges are less likely to bind and are easier to control.

g) Use the power tool, accessories and tool bits etc. in accordance with these
instructions. Use of the power tool for operations different from those intended could
result in a hazardous situation.

5) Service
a) Have your power tool serviced by a qualified repair person using only
identical replacement parts. This will ensure that the safety of the power tool is
maintained.

2. CUT- OFF MACHINE SAFETY WARNINGS

a) The guard provided with the tool must be securely attached to the power tool
and positioned for maximum safety, so the least amount of wheel is exposed
towards the operator. Position yourself and bystanders away from the plane of
the rotating wheel. The guard helps to protect operator from broken wheel fragments
and accidental contact with wheel.

b) Use only bonded reinforced or diamond cut-off wheels for your power tool.
Just because an accessory can be attached to your power tool, it does not assure safe

operation.

c) The rated speed of the accessory must be at least equal to the maximum
speed marked on the power tool. Accessories running faster than their rated speed
can break and fly apart.

d) Wheels must be used only for recommended applications. For example: do
not grind with the side of cut-off wheel. Abrasive cut-off wheels are intended for
peripheral grinding, side forces applied to these wheels may cause them to shatter.
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e) Always use undamaged wheel flanges that are of correct diameter for your
selected wheel. Proper wheel flanges support the wheel thus reducing the possibility
of wheel breakage.

f) The outside diameter and the thickness of your accessory must be within the
capacity rating of your power tool. Incorrectly sized accessories cannot be
adequately guarded or controlled.

d) The arbour size of wheels and flanges must properly fit the spindle of the
power tool. Wheels and flanges with arbour holes that do not match the mounting
hardware of the power tool will run out of balance, vibrate excessively and may cause
loss of control.

h) Do not use damaged wheels. Before each use, inspect the wheels for chips
and cracks. If power tool or wheel is dropped, inspect for damage or install an
undamaged wheel. After inspecting and installing the wheel, position yourself
and bystanders away from the plane

of the rotating wheel and run the power tool at maximum no load speed for one
minute.

Damaged wheels will normally break apart during this test time.

i) Wear personal protective equipment. Depending on application, use face
shield, safety goggles or safety glasses. As appropriate, wear dust mask,
hearing protectors, gloves and shop apron capable of stopping small abrasive or
workpiece fragments. The eye protection must be capable of stopping flying debris
generated by various operations. The dust mask or respirator must be capable of
filtrating particles generated by your operation. Prolonged exposure to high intensity
noise may cause

hearing loss.

j) Keep bystanders a safe distance away from work area. Anyone entering the
work area must wear personal protective equipment. Fragments of workpiece or of
a broken accessory may fly away and cause injury beyond immediate area of operation.
k) Hold the power tool by insulated gripping surfaces only, when performing an
operation where the cutting accessory may contact hidden wiring or its own
cord. Cutting accessory contacting a “live” wire may make exposed metal parts of the
power tool “live” and could give the operator an electric shock.

I) Position the cord clear of the spinning accessory. If you lose control, the cord
may be cut or snagged and your hand or arm may be pulled into the spinning wheel.
m) Never lay the power tool down until the accessory has come to a complete
stop. The spinning wheel may grab the surface and pull the power tool out of your
control.

n) Do not run the power tool while carrying it at your side. Accidental contact with
the spinning accessory could snag your clothing, pulling the accessory into your body.
o) Regularly clean the power tool’s air vents. The motor’s fan will draw the dust
inside the housing and excessive accumulation of powdered metal may cause
electrical hazards.

p) Do not operate the power tool near flammable materials. Sparks could ignite
these materials.

q) Do not use accessories that require liquid coolants. Using water or other liquid
coolants may result in electrocution or shock.

Kickback and related warnings
Kickback is a sudden reaction to a pinched or snagged rotating wheel. Pinching or
snagging causes rapid stalling of the rotating wheel which in turn causes the
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uncontrolled power tool to be forced in the direction opposite of the wheel’s rotation at
the point of the binding. For example, if an abrasive wheel is snagged or pinched by
the workpiece, the edge of the wheel that is entering into the pinch point can dig into
the surface of the material causing the wheel to climb out or kick out. The wheel may
either jump toward or away from the operator, depending on direction of the wheel’s
movement at the point of pinching.

Abrasive wheels may also break under these conditions. Kickback is the result of
power tool misuse and/or incorrect operating procedures or conditions and can be
avoided by taking proper precautions as given below.

3. ADDITIONAL SAFETY WARNINGS

a) Maintain a firm grip on the power tool and position your body and arm to allow
you to resist kickback forces. Always use auxiliary handle, if provided, for
maximum control over kickback or torque reaction during start-up. The operator
can control torque reactions or kickback forces, if proper precautions are taken.

b) Never place your hand near the rotating accessory. Accessory may kickback
over your hand.

c) Do not position your body in line with the rotating wheel. Kickback will propel
the tool in direction opposite to the wheel’'s movement at the point of snagging.

d) Use special care when working corners, sharp edges, etc. Avoid bouncing and
snagging the accessory. Corners, sharp edges or bouncing have a tendency to snag
the rotating accessory and cause loss of control or kickback.

e) Do not attach a saw chain, woodcarving blade, segmented diamond wheel
with a peripheral gap greater than 10 mm or toothed saw blade. Such blades
create frequent kickback and loss of control.

f) Do not “jam” the wheel or apply excessive pressure. Do not attempt to make
an excessive depth of cut. Overstressing the wheel increases the loading and
susceptibility to twisting or binding of the wheel in the cut and the possibility of kickback
or wheel breakage.

dg) When wheel is binding or when interrupting a cut for any reason, switch off
the power tool and hold the power tool motionless until the wheel comes to a
complete stop. Never attempt to remove the wheel from the cut while the wheel
is in motion otherwise kickback may occur. Investigate and take corrective action to
eliminate the cause of wheel binding.

h) Do not restart the cutting operation in the workpiece. Let the wheel reach full
speed and carefully re-enter the cut. The wheel may bind, walk up or kickback if the
power tool is restarted in the workpiece.

i) Support panels or any oversized workpiece to minimize the risk of wheel
pinching and kickback. Large workpieces tend to sag under their own weight.
Supports must be placed under the workpiece near the line of cut and near the edge of
the workpiece on both sides of the wheel.

j) Use extra caution when making a “pocket cut” into existing walls or other blind
areas. The protruding wheel may cut gas or water pipes, electrical wiring or objects
that can cause kickback.

k) Use clamps or another practical way to secure and support the workpiece to a
stable platform. Holding the work by your hand or against the body leaves it unstable
and may lead to loss of control.

1) Wear hearing protection, safety goggles, dust mask and gloves. As dust mask,
use at least a particle filtering half mask of filter class FFP 2.
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m) Use suitable detectors to determine if utility lines are hidden in the work area
or call the local utility company for assistance. Contact with electric lines can lead
to fire and electric shock. Damaging a gas line can lead to explosion. Penetrating a
water line causes property damage or may cause an electric shock.

n)Do not touch the cutting disc after working before it has cooled. The cutting disc
becomes very hot while working.

o) When working with the machine, always hold it firmly with both hands and
provide for a secure stance. The power tool is guided more secure with both hands.

5.1.1 Power tool consists of a drive, which is a collector motor, placed in a plastic
casing and gearbox in a metal casing. The work tool is fenced with a protective cover
which is equipped with depth adjustment mechanism and a dust extraction.

5.1.2 The cutting disc is mounted on the spindle by means of a clamping flange 16
tightened by special wrench 17.

5.1.3 The machine is started by pressing the switch 1. At the same time it is necessary
to press the switch lock button 8 providing protection against accidental switching on.
5.1.4 The tool is equipped with an electronic control unit. Available functions are shown

in the table Ne4.

5.2 ADJUSTMENTS AND SETTINGS.

5.2.1 Auxiliary handle (Fig. 1).

After the fixing screw of the auxiliary handle 3 is unscrewed, the mounting of the
auxiliary handle can be re-set depending on the required operating position. When
tightening screw 3, make sure that the locking slots on the mounting of the auxiliary
handle enter the holes on the protective guard.

5.2.2 Adjusting the working depth (Fig. 2).

ATTENTION! Setting the depth is allowed only when power tool is
switched off.
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Release the clamping screw 11 and set the required cut depth on the cutting depth
scale 12. Then, tighten the clamping screw 11 again.

5.2.3 Adjusting the slot width

The width of the slot is determined by the number of spacer rings between the two
working tools

and the cutting width of diamond discs itself. The permissible slot width is indicated in
the "Technical Data" section. You can use the machine with one or two working tools.
5.2.4 Dust extraction

The machine is equipped with a dust extraction function. In order to keep the
workplace clean and work in the absence of dust, it is recommended to use dust
category M vacuum cleaner.

ATTENTION! Contact or inhalation of dust as a result of processing
may be dangerous for the operator and those nearby! Use

respiratory protection!

6. PREPARATION FOR WORK AND PERFORMANCE ORDER

6.1 MOUNTING

6.1.1 Auxiliary handle (Fig. 1).

Install auxiliary handle 5.

6.1.2 Dust outlet (Fig. 1).

Install dust outlet 7

6.1.3 Installation / replacement of the working tool (Fig. 2).
ATTENTION! Protective gloves are recommended for installing and
changing diamond cutting discs.
ATTENTION! During operation, the diamond cutting discs become
very hot, do not touch until they cool.

- Lay the machine on its side so that the protective cover 13 is visible;

- Loosen cover screw 14;

- Remove protective cover 13;

- Press the spindle lock button 2;

- Loosen the clamping flange 16 with a wrench 17 and remove it from the spindle.

Remove the

spacer ring from the spindle. Clean spindle and mounting elements from dust.

- Replace / mount the work tool on the spindle.

- By installing the spacer rings, set the required slot width.

ATTENTION! Regardless of the desired slot width, always be

installed all set dividing rings. Otherwise, the working tool may run
off the spindle and cause injury.

ATTENTION! Between two working tools must be installed at least
one spacer ring. When mounting the working tools-diamond cutting discs,
ensure that the direction- of-rotation arrows on the diamond cutting discs match
with the rotation direction of the machine (see arrow on the protective cover).
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- After installing the tool and spacer rings press the lock button spindle 2 for fixing it;
- Screw on the clamping flange and tighten it with a special wrench;

- Put on the protective cover 13;

- Tighten the screws securing the protective cover 14;

Note. When working with two working tools always change them in pairs.

6.2 MAINS CONNECTION
ATTENTION! The power tool should only be connected to a single-
A phase AC network, the voltage of which corresponds to the voltage
indicated on the name plate. This power tool can be connected to
power outlets, not having protective grounding, since it has

protection class Il in accordance with the standard IEC 60745.
6.3 BEFORE USING THE MACHINE, IT IS NECESSARY:

- inspect the machine and verify its completeness and the absence of external
damage;

- after the transportation in winter conditions, before turning on, keep the machine at
room temperature until the condensate dries out completely.

6.4 GETTING STARTED, SHOULD:

- set the handle in a position convenient for work;

- check the tightness of the threaded connection fixing working tool;

- turn the spindle with a working tool by hand: its stroke should be free, without
jamming;

- test the machine at idle (also after replacing the working tool);

ATTENTION! During operation, the protective guard must always be
installed. Always use safety glasses.
6.5 DURING OPERATION:

ATTENTION! During operation, do not allow the lock button to be
pressed spindle 2.
It is forbidden to stop a running machine by pressing the spindle

lock button 2. Failure to do so may result in damage machine and / or
operator injury.

- do not allow mechanical damage, shock, falling of the machine on hard surfaces;

- protect the machine from exposure to intense heat sources or chemically active

substances, as well as from liquids and foreign solid objects inside the machine;

- ensure effective removal of dust from the working area;

- do not block the machine air ventilation holes;

- turn off the machine with the switch before connecting / disconnecting from the

power supply;

- monitor the condition of the working tool and the heating of the electric motor;
ATTENTION! If the machine unexpectedly stops during operation
necessary:

1. Immediately turn the power button to the off position and
disconnect the power cable from the outlet.
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2. Carefully inspect the machine and electrical cable for damage. If damage is
found, contact a service center.

3. Check for mains voltage.

4. Perform a test switch-on by moving the switch button to “On” for a period of 2

- 3s. If the machine does not have power turned on, contact the service center.
6.6 AT THE END OF WORK:

- disconnect the machine from the power supply, making sure that the switch is in the
“OFF” position;

- clean the machine and its accessories from dust and mud.

6.7 WORKING ADVICE

The work piece must be securely locked. If the weight of the part is insufficient to
securely fix it, fix it with clamps or other fixation devices.

Hold the machine firmly with both hands during operation. Turn on the machine and
wait until the electric motor reaches its maximum speed. Then carefully lower the
machine to the work surface.

It is not recommended to apply excessive force on the machine. Excessive pressure
can cause the motor overheat, jump and vibrate the machine, and burn the details.

Use suitable work equipment according to the material to be processed.

SAFETY PRECAUTION: During operation of the machine, the electrical cable
must always be located at the rear so that it cannot be caught.

7. NOISE AND VIBRATION

7.1 The measured values of the machine are listed in the table 2.

Sound emission values determined according to EN 60745-2-3.

Vibration total values ah (triax vector sum) and uncertainty K determined according to
EN 60745-2-3.

The vibration level given in this information sheet has been measured in accordance
with a standardised test given in EN 60745 and may be used to compare one tool with
another.

It may be used for a preliminary assessment of exposure.

The declared vibration emission level represents the main applications of the tool.
However if the tool is used for different applications, with different accessories or
insertion tools or is poorly maintained, the vibration emission may differ. This may
significantly increase the exposure level over the total working period.

An estimation of the level of exposure to vibration should also take into account the
times when the tool is switched off or when it is running but not actually doing the job.
This may significantly reduce the exposure level over the total working period. Identify
additional safety measures to protect the operator from the effects of vibration such as:

8.1 GENERAL NOTES

Checking the tool: Using a worn working tool reduces the efficiency of the work
performed and can lead to engine damage. If a worn tool is detected, replace it.
Inspection of housing screws: Regularly check that all screws are securely fastened.
If a loose screw is found, tighten it immediately. Otherwise, you are at risk of personal
injury.

Care of the electric motor. It is necessary to be especially careful with the electric
motor, to avoid hit of water or oil in its windings.

Replace brushes only at service centers.

After work, carefully blow out the power tool with a strong jet of dry air.

The ventilation slots of the power tool must always be open and clean.

Before using the power tool, check that the cable is working. If the cable is damaged, it

9.1 During the life time, store the machine in a dry, heated room. Recommended
storage temperature is from plus 5 ° C to plus 40 ° C. Store the machine in its original
packaging. Remove the working tool before storing the machine.

Transportation should be carried out in the original packaging at ambient temperatures
from minus 20° C to plus 40 ° C. Direct exposure to precipitation, direct sunlight, heat
and shock are not permissible.
